BACKGROUND/EXPLANAT ION:

The PABC is charged with managing the City of Baltinore's
par ki ng assets. Proper stewardship of those assets requires that
the PABC realize the appropriate return on the Gty s parking
i nvest nent .

Pursuant to Article 31, 813(f)(2) of the Baltinore Cty Code
subject to the approval of the Board of Estinmates, the PABC nay
set the rates for any parking project. The PABC believes that
rate changes at these parking facilities are warranted at this
time.

The rates charged for parking at these City-owned facilities
have not been increased since 2007 in many instances. However
operating costs continue to increase. Liability insurance costs,
health insurance and payroll costs for staff, wutilities, and
i nprovenents to the facilities such as better lighting, revenue
control equipnment, security canmeras, etc. have all contributed
to the continuing increases in operating expenses. Al staff at
Cty-owed facilities are paid at a mninum the Cty's living
wage.

The PABC performed a survey of parking rates in the areas
surrounding the Baltinore Street, Caroline Street, St. Paul
Place and Wst Street garage facilities. The rate surveys
confirmed that the fees charged to parkers at these facilities
are generally lower than fees charged at other parking
facilities within the area. To bring the rates charged at City
facilities in line with their surrounding facilities, the PABC
staff devel oped the rate change reconmendati ons.
